SUBJECT: CMAQ Bear Creek Bike Path Grant  
 
 
ACTION REQUIRED: 
Information item and opportunity to comment. 
 
BACKGROUND 
 
The City is planning the design of a Class I Bike path. The current bike path is constructed 
along various segments of the Bear Creek Corridor. However the corridor is missing a few 
segments that once completed would connect a variety of residential areas with existing 
commercial centers. This project would construct 2 bike/pedestrian bridges and additional 
bike path segments. The bridges would be illuminated with solar lights. Both the bridges and 
bike paths would be 10 feet wide for the entire length of the project. One segment would be 
approximately 5,000 feet long with one bridge connecting Buena Vista Drive bike path to 
BNSF bike path, the other 7,500 feet long with one bridge connecting BNSF bike path to 
West 16th Street.
