On Saturday October 8 2016, the Merced Police Department's Gang Violence
Suppression Unit (GVSU) officers developed information that convicted felon and gang
member Floyd Lawrence was in possession of firearms and narcotics. GVSU officers
served a search warrant at his home located in the 200 block of E 10" St in Merced.
During the search, GVSU officers located several containers marijuana, scales and
cash. GVSU officers searched his storage unit and located a loaded 9MM caliber
handgun, a stolen 357 caliber revolver, a 40 caliber handgun and ammunition.
Lawrence was arrested and later booked at the Merced County Jail for felon in
possession of a loaded firearms, possession of ammunition, possession for sales of
marijuana, receiving stolen property and gang enhancements.
